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The FEAST OF TRUMPETS symbolizes the “RAPTURE” - the last
great harvest. Although the FEAST OF TRUMPETS incorporates a
memorial  to  how  Israel  broke  her  agreed  Sinai  covenant
(Leviticus 23:24), many see in this memorial as a picture of the
so-called “RAPTURE” of believers. Note from Exodus 19 that God
called Moses up to the top of the mountain, and God came down
to meet Moses in a thick cloud. And all this was accompanied with
the sound of a LOUD TRUMPET, making the people below tremble.
This event appears to foreshadow Paul’s description of the end
time “RAPTURE” of Christian believers: For the Lord Himself will
descend  from  heaven  with  a  shout,  with  the  voice  of  the
archangel and with the TRUMPET OF GOD, and the dead in Christ
will rise first. Then we who are alive and remain will be caught up
together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air, and
so we shall always be with the Lord. (1 Thessalonians 4:16-17)
The RAPTURE will  come immediately AFTER THE TRIBULATION.
(Matthew 24:29-31).



THE GOOD NEWS – REVELATION AND THE RAPTURE

It is important to understand that there is no separation between
Jews and Gentiles. The elect, church, body and bride of Christ are
all one in the same. Galatians 3:29 says: “And if ye be Christ's,
then are ye Abraham's seed, and heirs according to the promise.”
1 Corinthians 12:13 says: “For by one Spirit are WE ALL baptized
into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, whether we be
bond or free; and have been all made to drink into one Spirit”. Do
you want to know about Hebrew Secrets? Everything about Christ
evolves around HEBREW HOLIDAYS beginning with His birth to the
time of the RAPTURE/SECOND COMING. Messiah's birth was on a
HEBREW HOLY DAY which points to Nissan 1 the beginning of the
HEBREW NEW YEAR. Yeshua died on PASSOVER 14/15 Nissan on a
full  moon.  He  was  also  born  on  a  new  moon  1st  Nissan.  His
returning will be on a future FEAST OF TRUMPETS (Yom Teruah).
He  used  the  phrase  the  Jews  associated  with  the  FEAST  OF
TRUMPETS: “But of that day and hour knoweth no man” (Matthew
24:36).  When  they  heard  those  words  the  disciples  would
immediately  have  made  the  association  with  the  FEAST  OF
TRUMPETS.  That  is  why  scripture  says:  THE  SOUND  OF  THE
TRUMP!!!  Yeshua told His Disciples when?: The first  day of  the
month had to  be validated  by the two (or  three)  witnesses,  it
affected the time for attending the holy convocation for the DAY
OF TRUMPETS. The Hebrews could not know exactly on which day
it would be held as they were waiting for the appearance of the
new moon. A tradition grew and a saying in Israel became popular
as “no one knows the day or the hour.” In the chapter discussing
the destruction of the temple, Christ deliberately used the Hebraic
idiom for the DAY OF TRUMPETS. He told his disciples the day the
temple would be completely destroyed – YOM TERUAH (DAY OF
TRUMPETS)! That day occurred 40 years after the crucifixion in AD
70. And the disciples knew the time of year to expect it. 



Many today have not figured out exactly which year, but we know
it  is  about  to  happen.  Yeshua  has  told  us  repeatedly  that  the
kingdom  was  at  hand.  We  have  all  been  given  the  warnings.
Matthew 24:29-31: Immediately AFTER THE TRIBULATION of those
days shall the sun be darkened, and the moon shall not give her
light, and the stars shall fall from heaven, and the powers of the
heavens shall be shaken: And then shall appear the sign of the Son
of man in heaven: and then shall all the tribes of the earth mourn,
and they shall see the Son of man coming in the clouds of heaven
with power and great glory.  And he shall send his angels with a
great sound of a trumpet, and they shall gather together his elect
from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other. Mark
13:24-27: But in those days, AFTER THAT TRIBULATION, the sun
shall be darkened, and the moon shall not give her light, And the
stars of heaven shall fall, and the powers that are in heaven shall
be shaken. And then shall they see the Son of man coming in the
clouds with  great  power  and glory.  And then shall  he send his
angels, and shall gather together his elect from the four winds,
from the  uttermost  part  of  the  earth  to  the  uttermost  part  of
heaven. 1 Corinthians 15:51-52: Behold, I shew you a mystery;
We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed, In a moment, in
the twinkling of an eye, at the LAST TRUMP: for THE TRUMPET
shall  sound,  and the dead shall  be raised incorruptible,  and we
shall be changed. 1 Thessalonians 4:16-17: For the Lord himself
shall  descend from heaven with  a  shout,  with  the  voice  of  the
archangel, and with THE TRUMP OF GOD: and the dead in Christ
shall rise first: Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught
up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air:
and so shall we ever be with the Lord. Paul said it was near: “And
that, knowing the time, that now it is high time to awake out of
sleep: for now is our salvation nearer than when we believed.” The
night is far spent, the day is at hand (Romans 13:11-12). “That ye
be not soon shaken in mind, or be troubled, neither by spirit, nor
by word, nor by letter as from us, as that the day of Christ is at
hand.” (2 Thessalonians 2:2). “Let your moderation be known unto
ALL MEN. The Lord is at hand.” (Phillipians 4:5) Peter knew it. “But
the end of all things is at hand: be ye therefore sober, and watch
unto prayer.” (1 Peter 4:7).



John knew it: “...for the time is at hand.” (Revelation 1:3; 22:10)
They knew the time of His coming and they also knew it would be
on the FEAST DAYS as Yeshua told the scribes and Pharisees they
would not see Him again until they said, “For I say unto you, Ye
shall not see me henceforth, till ye shall say, Blessed is he that
cometh  in  the  name of  the  Lord.”  (Matthew 23:39)  which  was
another  Hebraic  idiom associated with the pilgrim FEAST DAYS,
especially that of PASSOVER on 14 Nissan. And as the Romans laid
seige to the city of Jerusalem as soon as the gates were closed on
14 Nissan AD 70, then coming of Lord in judgment against that
city had begun. We have been told by many pastors or authors of
books like the Left Behind series that we will be raptured out of
here before the TRIBULATION starts. Many Christians are waiting
for this event assuming this is next on the prophetic timeline. But
does the Bible really say that? Actually it doesn’t. It is certain that
the teaching of a PRE- TRIBULATION rapture will be a key factor in
the great falling away. Many believe that Yeshua will  come and
take away His church before a final period of TRIBULATION. The
truth is that He doesn't come until after the TRIBULATION.

The SEVEN SEALS (Revelation 6:1-17; 8:1-5), SEVEN TRUMPETS
(Revelation  8:6-9:21,  11:15-19)  and  SEVEN  BOWLS/VIALS
(Revelation  16:1-21)  are  three  series  of  end-times  judgments
from  God.  The  judgments  get  increasingly  worse  and  more
devastating  as  the  end  times  progress.  The  SEVEN  SEALS,
TRUMPETS, and BOWLS are connected to one another. 













REVIEW



The  Bible  explicitly  states  that  the  dead  in  Christ  will  be
resurrected.  After  this  resurrection we are told that  we will  be
caught up to meet the Lord in the air, what we refer to as the
RAPTURE.  But  when  does  the  resurrection  take  place?  The
scripture  clearly  answers  this  question.  At  the  LAST  TRUMPET.
PRE-TRIBULATIONISM is an extremely dangerous false teaching.
Why? Because it exempts us from suffering and at the same time
teaches that a God of love will not allow His children to suffer. As
we draw nearer to the return of Yeshua our faith must be able to
withstand whatever may come because we are told that many will
fall away from the faith. Yeshua even questioned: “When the Son
of Man returns will He find faith on the Earth?” May He not say
that of us. Consider our brethren in lands hostile to the Gospel
and pray that we will have the fortitude to stand with them when
our time of testing comes. 

If Paul were a PRE-TRIBULATIOALIST why did he not simply say in
2 Thessalonians 2:3 that the Christians don’t need to worry that
the day of the Lord is here because all  the Christians are still
here? Instead he talks just the way you would expect a POST-
TRIBULATIONAL person to do. He tells them that they should not
think that the day of the Lord is here because the apostasy and
the man of lawlessness have not appeared.



The FEAST OF TRUMPETS is about the time of the SEVEN TRUMPET
PLAGUES.  Yeshua  will  return  after  the  last  trumpet  is  blown
(Revelation  11:15).  The  DAY OF  ATONEMENT pictures  the  time
when our greatest enemy, Satan the devil,  will  be locked away
(Revelation 20:1-3). The FEAST OF TABERNACLES is about God's
ruling over the earth. Believers will suffer the wrath of man during
Daniel's seven years. At the end of that time Yeshua will come in
power and great glory at the FEAST OF TRUMPETS and in rapid
succession  (Revelation  16:1-21)  decimate  and  destroy  all  who
oppose him with the seven bowls of his wrath.
